Dr. James McNitt as been a Professor of Animal Science at Southern University since 1984.  He holds a B.S. degree in Livestock Production from Cornell University, an M.S. in Animal Breeding from Colorado State University and a Ph.D in Reproductive Physiology from the University of Wisconsin. He owns a small farm on which he produces beef cattle. His primary interests are related to practical animal production for small, limited resource farmers; especially the use of alternative species to increase home meat consumption and small farm income.  For a number of years he has been involved in research on various aspects of commercial meat rabbit production.  He also has recently been studying rearing poultry in various pasture situations. 

Dr. McNitt has held faculty positions at the University of Botswana, Lesotho and Swaziland in Luyengo Swaziland and at Bunda College of Agriculture in Lilongwe, Malawi.  He taught a wide variety of courses at those institutions including Anatomy and Physiology, Livestock Improvement, Feeds and Feeding, Statistics, Invertebrate and Vertebrate Zoology, Animal Health, various animal production courses and animal handling. He has also carried out rabbit development projects in Haiti and El Salvador.

He is currently the co-PI of the research project entitled “Pasture Rearing of Poultry and Rabbits” that involves studies of methods of producing of rabbits and chickens in pastured units as well as assessment of the effects of the housing systems on the chemical composition and consumer acceptability of the meat and eggs produced by the animals. 

Dr. McNitt is active in the American Registry of Professional Animal Scientists, American Society of Animal Science,  American Rabbit Breeders Association (member, Commercial Committee), Council for Agricultural Science and Technology, World Rabbit Science Association (Secretary/Treasurer of the American Branch) , and the Professional Meat Rabbit Association (Vice President).  He is Section Editor (Rabbits) for the journal “Livestock Science” as well as reviewing papers for “World Rabbit Science”.  He also reviews proposals and reports for the International Foundation for Science.  
Dr McNitt has published a number of scientific articles in such journals as the Canadian Journal of Animal Science, Journal of Muscle Foods, World Rabbit Science and Animal Production Science.  He is also senior author of the definitive book “Rabbit Production”. He makes presentations at meetings of the World Rabbit Science Association and the American Branch-World Rabbit Science Association.  Many brochures about rabbit and pastured poultry production have been produced and distributed.  Producer meetings and training sessions are regularly held to assist the clientele.

The ARBA has awarded Dr. James McNitt with the Distinguished Service Award.  The award is given to individuals for outstanding service, dedication and achievement in the advancement of the rabbit industry on the local, state and national level.  Dr. McNitt will be presented with his certificate at the Southern University Rabbit Show on April 18, 2009.  Congratulations!
